	5.   Students will use targeted lexical, phonological, morphological and syntactic elements at a low- intermediate level.


	Students will comprehend meaning of selected lexical items from the ELI word list2 and additional target words.

Students will recognize part of speech of selected lexical items from the ELI word list2 and additional target words.

Students will derive meaning of unknown vocabulary using contextual cues

Students will use stress and intonation cues to interpret meaning

Students will map phonemes and graphemes


	SWBAT:

· discriminate between intonation and stress patterns to interpret meaning

· transcribe dictated texts at the sentence-level

	SWBAT:

· recognize yes-no questions

· recognize wh questions



	
	Students will recognize negative sentences and negative questions.
	SWBAT:

· recognize negative yes-no questions involving copula and non-do support

· recognize negative wh- questions involving copula

· recognize negative sentences using do-support and copula

· recognize negative sentences using modals can & will


	
	Students will recognize appropriate basic verb morphology and verb phrases.
	SWBAT:
· recognize simple present tense and present progressive sentences
· recognize simple past sentences involving regular verbs and a determined list of high frequency irregular verbs
· recognize simple present perfect sentences with the 'past until now' meaning
· recognize future tense sentences with be going to

· recognize sentences using modals of ability, requests, possibility (might), necessity (must)

· recognize verb phrases with common adverbs description, manner and frequency

	
	Students will be able to recognize some noun phrase structures.
	SWBAT:

· recognize non-existential singular and plural demonstratives 

· recognize count and non-count concrete nouns

· recognize article use to distinguish between specific and general

· recognize articles to distinguish between specific and general meanings in a concrete, focused context

· recognize noun phrases with adjectives

· recognize adjectival comparatives involving –er, than, as ...as and comparative adjective and comparative adjective structures

· recognize quantifiers such as some, all, many, most
